Money and Banking
Pension (renta,emerytura,pensja dożywotnia) Someone who has a pension receives a regular sum of money from the state or from a former employer because they have retired or because they are widowed or disabled.
Bonus (premia) A bonus is an extra amount of money that is added to someone's pay, usually because they have worked very hard.
Related (spokrewniony) If two or more things are related, there is a connection between them.
Cost (kosztować)  The cost of something is the amount of money that is needed in order to buy, do, or make it.
Ransom (okup)  If you ransom someone who has been kidnapped, you pay the money to set them free.
Aid (pomóc,pomagać) To aid a country, organization, or person means to provide them with money, equipment, or services that they need.
Supplement (dodawać,uzupełniać) If you supplement something, you add something to it in order to improve it.
Commission (zlecenie) A commission is a piece of work that someone is asked to do and is paid for.
Bribes (łapówka)A bribe is a sum of money or something valuable that one person offers or gives to another in order to persuade him or her to do something.
An allowance (zasiłek,dodatek) An allowance is money that is given to someone, usually on a regular basis, in order to help them pay for the things that they need.
Part with (oddać,oddawać) If you part with something that is valuable or that you would prefer to keep, you give it or sell it to someone else.
Gross (brutto) Gross means the total amount of something, especially money, before any has been taken away.
Cash (zrealizować) If you cash a cheque, you exchange it at a bank for the amount of money that it is worth.
Bankrupt (bankrut) People or organizations that go bankrupt do not have enough money to pay their debts.
Statement (oświadczenie) A statement is an official or formal announcement that is issued on a particular occasion.
Well off (majętny) Someone who is well-off is rich enough to be able to do and buy most of the things that they want.
Spare (poświęcić,poświęcać) If you spare time or another resource for a particular purpose, you make it available for that purpose.
Capital (kapitał) Capital is a large sum of money which you use to start a business, or which you invest in order to make more money.
Apply (przykładać się) If you apply yourself to something or apply your mind to something, you concentrate hard on doing it or on thinking about it.
Premium (dopłata) A premium is a sum of money that you pay regularly to an insurance company for an insurance policy.
Profit (korzyść,zysk)A profit is an amount of money that you gain when you are paid more for something than it cost you to make, get, or do it.

Bills (rachunek) A bill is a written statement of money that you owe for goods or services.
Salary (pensja) A salary is the money that someone is paid each month by their employer, especially when they are in a profession such as teaching, law, or medicine.
Loan (pożyczka) A loan is a sum of money that you borrow.
Debt (dług) A debt is a sum of money that you owe someone.
Wage (zarobki) Someone's wages are the amount of money that is regularly paid to them for the work that they do.
Alimony (alimenty) Alimony is money that a court of law orders someone to pay regularly to their former wife or husband after they have got divorced.
Duty (obowiązek) Duty is work that you have to do for your job.
Interest (interes) Interest is extra money that you receive if you have invested a sum of money. Interest is also the extra money that you pay if you have borrowed money or are buying something on credit.
Fee (opłata)A fee is a sum of money that you pay to be allowed to do something.
Grant (dotacja)A grant is an amount of money that a government or other institution gives to an individual or to an organization for a particular purpose such as education or home improvements.
Fine (mandat,grzywna) A fine is a punishment in which a person is ordered to pay a sum of money because they have done something illegal or broken a rule.
Tax (podatek) Tax is an amount of money that you have to pay to the government so that it can pay for public services. 

Fare (opłata za przejazd) A fare is the money that you pay for a journey that you make, for example, in a bus, train, or taxi.
Bank (bank) A bank is an institution where people or businesses can keep their money.
Currency (waluta) The money used in a particular country is referred to as its currency.
Goods (towary) Goods are things that are made to be sold.
Saving accounts (rachunki oszczędnościowe) If you have an account with a bank or a similar organization, you have an arrangement to leave your money there and take some out when you need it.
Beads (korale) Beads are small pieces of coloured glass, wood, or plastic with a hole through the middle. Beads are often put together on a piece of string or wire to make jewellery.
Deposit (depozyt) A deposit is a sum of money which is in a bank account or savings account, especially a sum which will be left there for some time.
Investment (inwestycja) An investment is an amount of money that you invest, or the thing that you invest it in.
Sell (sprzedać,sprzedawać) If you sell something that you own, you let someone have it in return for money.
Buy (kupić,kupować) If you buy something, you obtain it by paying money for it.
Earn (zarabiać) If you earn money, you receive money in return for work that you do.
Money (pieniądze) Money is the coins or bank notes that you use to buy things, or the sum that you have in a bank account.
Shell (muszla) Shells are hard objects found on beaches. They are usually pink, white, or brown and are the coverings which used to surround small sea creatures.
Coin (moneta) A coin is a small piece of metal which is used as money.
Exchange rate (kurs walutowy) The exchange rate of a country's unit of currency is the amount of another country's currency that you get in exchange for it.
Value (wartość) The value of something such as a quality, attitude, or method is its importance or usefulness. If you place a particular value on something, that is the importance or usefulness you think it has.
Change (reszta) Your change is the money that you receive when you pay for something with more money than it costs because you do not have exactly the right amount of money.
Dividend (dywidenda) A dividend is the part of a company's profits which is paid to people who have shares in the company.
Legacy (spadek) A legacy is money or property which someone leaves to you when they die.
Maintenance (utrzymanie) Maintenance is money that someone gives regularly to another person to pay for the things that the person needs.
Overdraft (debet) If you have an overdraft, you have spent more money than you have in your bank account, and so you are in debt to the bank.
Royalties (tantiema) Royalties are payments made to authors and musicians when their work is sold or performed. They usually receive a fixed percentage of the profits from these sales or performances.
Share (udziały)A company's shares are the many equal parts into which its ownership is divided. Shares can be bought by people as an investment.

Mortgage (hipoteczny) A mortgage is a loan of money which you get from a bank or building society in order to buy a house.
Rate (podatek do zapłaty ) The rate of taxation or interest is the amount of tax or interest that needs to be paid.
Relief (pomoc,zapomoga) Relief is money, food, or clothing that is provided for people who are very poor, or who have been affected by war or a natural disaster.
Tackle (stawić czoło)  If you tackle someone about a particular matter, you speak to them honestly about it, usually in order to get it changed or done.
Inheritance (spadek) An inheritance is money or property which you receive from someone who has died.
Assets (aktywa) The assets of a company or a person are all the things that they own.
Surplus (nadwyżka) If a government has a budget surplus, it has spent less than it received in taxes.
Contributions (składka) A contribution is a sum of money that you give in order to help pay for something.
Prey (ofiara) You can refer to the people who someone tries to harm or trick as their prey.
Windfall (nieoczekiwany przypływ gotówki) A windfall is a sum of money that you receive unexpectedly or by luck, for example if you win a lottery.
Stringent (rygorystyczny) Stringent laws, rules, or conditions are very severe or are strictly controlled.
Tax Return (druk zeznania podatkowego)  A tax return is an official form that you fill in with details about your income and personal situation, so that the income tax you owe can be calculated.
Substantial (znaczny)Substantial means large in amount or degree.
Agree (zgoda,zgadzać się) If people agree with each other about something, they have the same opinion about it or say that they have the same opinion.
Minted (wybity)If you describe something as newly minted or freshly minted, you mean that it is very new, and that it has only just been produced or completed.
Dole (zasiłek dla bezrobotnych) The dole or dole is money that is given regularly by the government to people who are unemployed.
Liable (odpowiedzialny) If you are liable for something such as a debt, you are legally responsible for it.
Toss a coin (rzut monetą) In sports and informal situations, if you decide something by tossing a coin, you spin a coin into the air and guess which side of the coin will face upwards when it lands.
Wide (niecelny) If something such as a shot or punch is wide, it does not hit its target but lands to the right or left of it.
Difference (różnica)  The difference between two things is the way in which they are unlike each other.
Increment (obciążać/obciążyć winą) An increment in something or in the value of something is an amount by which it increases.
Subsidise (dotować) If a government or other authority subsidizes something, they pay part of the cost of it.
Discount (rabat) A discount is a reduction in the usual price of something.
Recover (odzyskać/odzyskiwać) If you recover money that you have spent, invested, or lent to someone, you get the same amount back.
Liability (należności)  A company's or organization's liabilities are the sums of money which it owes.
Tied (dla pracowników)  A tied cottage or house belongs to a farmer or other employer and is rented to someone who works for him or her.
Salary (pensja) A salary is the money that someone is paid each month by their employer, especially when they are in a profession such as teaching, law, or medicine.
Standard (standard)You use standard to describe things which are usual and normal.
Per cent (procent)You use per cent to talk about amounts. For example, if an amount is 10 per cent (10%) of a larger amount, it is equal to 10 hundredths of the larger amount.
Obligation (obowiązek) If you have an obligation to do something, it is your duty to do that thing.
Saving (oszczędności)  Your savings are the money that you have saved, especially in a bank or a building society.
Financial (finansowy) Financial means relating to or involving money.
Equal (jednakowy) If two things are equal or if one thing is equal to another, they are the same in size, number, standard, or value.
Cheque (czek)  A cheque is a printed form on which you write an amount of money and who it is to be paid to. Your bank then pays the money to that person from your account.
Credit card (karta kredytowa) A credit card is a plastic card that you use to buy goods on credit.
Note (banknot) You can refer to a banknote as a note.
Wallet (portfel) A wallet is a small flat folded case, usually made of leather or plastic, in which you can keep banknotes and credit cards.
Draw (wyciągnąć,wyciągać)  If you draw money out of a bank, building society, or savings account, you get it from the account so that you can use it.
Deficit (deficyt) If an account or organization is in deficit, more money has been spent than has been received.
Specimen (wzór) A specimen of something is an example of it which gives an idea of what the whole of it is like.

Check (sprawdzić,sprawdzać) If you check something such as a piece of information or a document, you make sure that it is correct or satisfactory.
Exposed (odsłonięty,odkryty) To expose something that is usually hidden means to uncover it so that it can be seen.
Provide (zaopatrywać,dostarczać,dawać,zapewniać)  If you provide something that someone needs or wants, or if you provide them with it, you give it to them or make it available to them.
Withdraw (podjąć,podejmować) If you withdraw money from a bank account, you take it out of that account.
Reward (nagroda) A reward is a sum of money offered to anyone who can give information about lost or stolen property or about someone who is wanted by the police.
Branch A branch of a business or other organization is one of the offices, shops, or groups which belong to it and which are located in different places.
Signature (podpis)  Your signature is your name, written in your own characteristic way, often at the end of a document to indicate that you wrote the document or that you agree with what it says.
Assured (pewny, zapewniony) If you are assured of something, you are certain to get it or achieve it.
In full (w całości) When something is paid in full it means that the whole money is paid
Open (otworzyć) If you open an account with a bank or a commercial organization, you begin to use their services.
Enclose (załączyć,załączać) If you enclose something with a letter, you put it in the same envelope as the letter.
Regret (żałować) If you regret something that you have done, you wish that you had not done it.
Equivalent (równorzędny,odpowiadający)  If one amount or value is the equivalent of another, they are the same.
Identification (identyfikacja)  Your identification of a particular person or thing is your ability to name them because you know them or recognize them.
Account (konto) If you have an account with a bank or a similar organization, you have an arrangement to leave your money there and take some out when you need it.
Debtor (dłużnik,dłużniczka)  A debtor is a country, organization, or person who owes money.
Safekeeping (przechowanie) If something is given to you for safekeeping, it is given to you so that you will make sure that it is not harmed or stolen.
Depositors (depozytariusze)A bank's depositors are the people who have accounts with that bank.
Spend (wydawać) When you spend money, you pay money for things that you want.
Funds (fundusze) Funds are amounts of money that are available to be spent, especially money that is given to an organization or person for a particular purpose.
Pocket (kieszeń) A pocket is a kind of small bag which forms part of a piece of clothing, and which is used for carrying small things such as money or a handkerchief.
Creditor (wierzyciel,wierzycielka) Your creditors are the people who you owe money to.
Hide (ukryć) If you hide something or someone, you put them in a place where they cannot easily be seen or found.
Record (zapis) If you keep a record of something, you keep a written account or photographs of it so that it can be referred to later.
Sliding If you let something slide, you allow it to get into a worse state or condition by not attending to it.
Elicit (uzyskać,uzyskiwać) If you elicit a piece of information, you get it by asking the right questions.
Backing (wsparcie) If someone has the backing of an organization or an important person, they receive support or money from that organization or person in order to do something.
Cash flow (przepływ gotówki) The cash flow of a firm or business is the movement of money into and out of it.
Overdue (zaległy) Overdue sums of money have not been paid, even though it is later than the date on which they should have been paid.
Counterfeit (podrobiony,fałszywy)Counterfeit money, goods, or documents are not genuine, but have been made to look exactly like genuine ones in order to deceive people.
