to completely get rid of something that is unnecessary or unwanted 

11. tremble with apprehension- drżeć z lęku 
to shake slightly in a way that you cannot control, especially because you are upset or frightened

12. consistent- konsekwentny 

always behaving in the same way or having the same attitudes, standards etc - usually used to show approval 

13. mock exam- ustny egzamin

14. crumble- rozpadać się 
to break apart into lots of little pieces, or make something do this

15. baffled- zbity z tropu 

if something baffles you, you cannot understand or explain it at all

16. exempt- zwolniony z 
not affected by something, or not having to do it or pay it

17. objective- obiektywny 
based on facts, or making a decision that is based on facts rather than on your feelings or beliefs

18. cheat- oszukiwać , ściągać 
to behave in a dishonest way in order to win or to get an advantage, especially in a competition, game, or examination

to give lessons in a school, college, or university, or to help someone learn about something by giving them information

to recognize and understand the difference between two or more things or people

11. fluent- biegły, płynny 
able to speak a language very well

12. attend- uczęszczać 
to go regularly to a school, church

13. agree- zgadzać się 
to have or express the same opinion about something as someone else

14. native- ojczysty, rodzinny 

the language you spoke when you first learned to speak [= first language]

15. make progress- robić postępy

16. improvement- postęp, poprawa
 the act of improving something or the state of being improved

17. look sth up– odszukać, sprawdzić
 if you look up information in a book, on a computer etc, you try to find it there

18. degree- stopień 
a course of study at a university or college, or the
qualification
that is given to you when you have successfully completed the course

19. hesitate- zawahać się

 to pause before saying or doing something because you are nervous or not sure:

20. raise- podnosić 
to move or lift something to a higher position, place, or level

21. tutor- korepetytor
 someone who gives private lessons to one student or a small group, and is paid directly by them

6. grow by leaps and bounds 

if someone or something increases, develops etc by leaps and bounds, they increase etc very quickly

7. rusty 
if you are rusty, you are not as good at something as you used to be, because you have not practised it for a long time

8. to delight- zachwycać 
very pleased and happy 

9. impeccable- nienaganny
 without any faults and impossible to criticize

10. anticipate- przewiduje się

 to expect that something will happen and be ready for it
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1. dialect- dialect, gwara 
a form of a language which is spoken only in one area, with words or grammar that are slightly different from other forms of the same language 

2. mother tongue- język ojczysty 

native tongue the language you learn as a child

3. sarcasm- sarkazm
 a way of speaking or writing that involves saying the opposite of what you really mean in order to make an unkind joke or to show that you are annoyed

4. proverb- przysłowie 
a short well-known statement that gives advice or expresses something that is generally true. 'A penny saved is a penny earned' is an example of a proverb 

5. synonym- synonim
 a word with the same meaning as another word in the same language

6. cliché- frazes 
an idea or phrase that has been used so much that it is not effective or does not have any meaning any longer

7. pronunciation- wymowa 
the way in which a language or a particular word is pronounced

8. antonym- antonim 
a word that means the opposite of another word

9. slang- slang 

very informal, sometimes offensive, language that is used especially by people who belong to a particular group, such as young people or criminals

10. vocabulary- słownictwo 
all the words that someone knows or uses

11. accent- akcent 
the way someone pronounces the words of a language, showing which country or which part of a country they come from 

12. jargon- żargon

words and expressions used in a particular profession or by a particular group of people, which are difficult for other people to understand - often used to show disapproval

13. sentence- zdanie 

a group of words that usually contains a subject and a verb, and expresses a complete idea. Sentences written in English begin with a capital letter and usually end with a
full stop
or a
question mark 

14. idiom-idiom 

a group of words that has a special meaning that is different from the ordinary meaning of each separate word. For example, 'under the weather' is an idiom meaning 'ill'

a point (.) that marks the end of a sentence or the short form of a word

a short written or printed line (-) that joins words or

10. asterisk- gwiazdka 
a mark like a star (*), used especially to show something interesting or important

11. capital letter- duża litera

12. colon- dwukropek 
the sign (:) that is used in writing and printing to introduce an explanation, example

13. question mark- znak zapytania 
the mark (?) that is used at the end of a question 

14. apostrophe- apostrof 

the same sign used before 's' to show that something belongs to someone or something, or is connected with them, as in 'John's book', or 'Charles' mother', or 'Henry's first year as a teacher'

an amount of money given to someone, especially by the government, for a particular purpose
